
CAMBUSLANG GOLF CLUB

CONSTITUTION, as at December 2017
Name of Club.

1 
(a) The Club shall be called "Cambuslang Golf Club" and shall be a Non Profit making Body dedicated to the supply of sporting services.

 
(b) The principal objective of the Club shall be to promote the game of golf.

(c)  In furtherance of 1(b) the chief asset of the Club shall be deemed to be the golf course whose maintenance and appearance, presentation and playing characteristics shall be of prime concern to the General Committee in their management of the Club, and shall be the subject of constant review.   

(d) Office Bearers:

(i) No office bearer shall rent or lease land to the club.

(ii) No office bearer shall be a relative, business partner or person acting under the direction of any person leasing or renting land to the club.

(iii) No office bearer shall be a relative, business partner or person acting under the direction of anyone associated with the club who receives emoluments based on turnover of any aspect of club activity.

(e) Club Assets - All profit and surpluses will be used to maintain or improve the club facilities. No profit or surplus will be distributed other than to a non-profit making body or to members upon the winding up or dissolution of the club. 

Membership.

2
Membership of the Club shall consist of the following categories:

Voting Members: Ordinary, Honorary, Life, Non-Playing Life

Non-Voting Members: Ordinary Associate, Limited Associate, Associate Life, Intermediate, Junior, Juvenile, Temporary, Country, Non-Playing, Corporate.
All categories of membership will be equally open to male and female applicants.

All categories of Membership may be limited to such numbers as may from time to time be decided at an Annual General Meeting of the Club.

Priority of membership shall be given to candidates who are sons or daughters of Ordinary, Honorary, Life or Associate members.  The determining date for all age related membership changes shall be 31st December.

3.
Ordinary membership shall be available to gentlemen and ladies who are 18 years of age or more. 

4.
Associate membership shall be available to gentlemen and ladies who are 18 years of age or more Associate members will have such restricted playing rights as shall be determined from time to time at Annual General Meetings 

5.
Ordinary Associate members will have the same playing rights as Ordinary Members but will not hold full membership meaning there are ineligible to vote. They cannot compete in either the Gorman Cup or Club Championship and cannot represent Cambuslang Golf Club.

6.
(a)   Juvenile membership shall be open to boys and girls between the ages of  8 and 11 inclusive. Junior members from 12 to 17 inclusive. Juvenile and Junior members will have such restricted rights as shall be determined from time to time at Annual General Meetings.

(b)   On attaining the age of 18 years junior members may be offered Ordinary, Associate or Intermediate membership and acceptance thereof shall be given priority. Junior members who are offered and accept Intermediate membership shall be known as Intermediate members until they reach the age of 24 years and shall pay as Intermediate members the subscription appropriate to their playing rights as an Intermediate member and as determined from time to time.   Intermediate members shall then qualify for admission as Ordinary or Associate members.           

7.
Temporary Membership may be conferred by the committee n such persons and on such conditions as the Committee shall from time to time decide.

8.
Corporate membership can be conferred by the Committee upon application and on such terms as may be agreed.

9.
Country membership may be conferred on any Ordinary or Associate member who no longer resides within reasonable travelling distance of the course on such terms and conditions as the Committee may from time to time decide.

10.
Non-playing membership can be conferred by the Committee upon an Ordinary, Life or Associate member who is for physical or other reasons no longer able to play the game of golf, or upon the spouse, or partner, of an Honorary, Life, Ordinary or Associate member, on such conditions as the Committee shall from time to time decide.

Life Membership.

10.
( 1 )   On receipt of an application the Committee shall have power to confer Life Membership upon any member to the category of membership to which he or she belongs, subject to these qualifying rules.


( a )  For those who became members before 31 December 2001 upon his or her reaching 65 years of age and after completion of a period of continuous membership which includes 25 years qualifying service.


( b )  For those who became members after 31 December 2001 upon his or her reaching the age of 65 years of age and after completion of a period of continuous membership which includes 40 years qualifying service.

              (2)  If any Associate Member wishes to apply to be an Ordinary member, there will be a payment of entry fee as determined by the Committee, without the payment of which the application will be refused.

              (3)  Life Members shall pay such subscriptions and  levies, if any, as may be decided from time to time at Annual General Meeting as appropriate for their categories and will have the same powers and privileges of Ordinary or Associate members in the category appropriate to which their Life membership application has been granted.

Honorary Membership.

11.
Honorary membership can be conferred upon any person by two-thirds of members present and voting at an Annual General Meeting in recognition of services rendered to the Club or to the game of golf.  Honorary members pay no subscriptions or levies and have the same powers and privileges as Ordinary members. 
Honorary President and Vice President.

12.
Those present at an Annual or Special General Meeting of the Club may, when and if appropriate, elect an Honorary President and Honorary Vice-President.  Unless a shorter period is identified at the time of election, such appointment shall be for life or until resignation.

Admission of Members.

13. (a) The name and address of every candidate for admission as a member of the Club must be shown on the application form prescribed by the Committee and attested by the signatures of his or her proposer and seconder both of whom must have held Ordinary Membership for at least  5 years.  No member may propose or second more than two applications in one calendar year.  The candidate must be personally known to and recommended by both proposer and seconder.

(b)  The Committee may decide to grant membership to an applicant without a Proposer and/or Seconder where such applicant has been personally interviewed by at least two members of the Executive and whose application is found to be satisfactory.  The Executive is defined as Captain, Vice Captain and the Convenors of the three Sub-Committees.

14.
On receipt of such application it shall be exhibited on the Notice Board in the Clubhouse for at least fourteen days before consideration by the Committee.

15.
As vacancies occur the list of candidates shall be submitted to the Committee for 
consideration.

16.
The election of all members shall rest with the Committee, one adverse vote in three to 
exclude.

17.
No person whose application has been rejected by the Committee shall again be eligible as a candidate until the lapse of one year from the date of rejection and a fresh application must be submitted.

18.
On the election of a new Ordinary member, the Secretary shall at once give him notice thereof in writing and shall furnish him with a copy of the Constitution and Bye-laws of the Club.  Such member shall not be entitled to the privileges of the Club until the required entry money, subscription and levy, if any have been paid.  If these have not been paid within one month from date of such notice his election shall be void.

Resignation of Members

19.
Any member failing to intimate in writing to the Secretary his intention to resign within 5 days after the Annual General Meeting will be held liable for his subscription for the ensuing year and for his share of assessment if appropriate referred to in Rule 40.

Suspension and Expulsion of Members

20
Discipline:  The Committee shall have the power to suspend for a fixed period not exceeding one year,or to expel any member whose conduct is found to endanger the reputation, interests or good order of the club, or who acts in defiance of its Constitution or Rules, provided that (a) at least two-thirds of members attending such a meeting so decide, and that (b) before exercising such power, the Committee shall give the member an opportunity of being heard in person and calling witnesses on his behalf, or of voluntarily resigning their membership of the Club.  Any appeal must be to a General Meeting of the club, called in accordance with this Constitution.
Management

21.
The Management of the Club shall be vested in a Committee who shall be elected at the Annual General Meeting of the Club.

22.
The Committee shall consist of the following office-bearers, viz:- Captain, Vice-Captain, Secretary and Treasurer (the office of  Secretary and Treasurer may be held by the same person ) and nine Ordinary Members.

23.
Three of the Ordinary Members shall retire annually by rotation but shall be eligible for 

re-election.

24.
All nominations for vacancies on the Committee must be submitted in writing to the Secretary for exhibition on the Notice Board fourteen days prior to the date of the Annual General Meeting in the case of nominations from the Committee, and in the case of nominations from members, seven days before the date of the Annual General Meeting.

25.
In the event of any member of the Committee being absent from three consecutive regular monthly Meetings without sufficient reason that member shall cease to hold office.

26.
The Committee shall hold monthly Meetings (except for optional meetings in July and August) and, during its term of office, shall have full power to transact all necessary ordinary business to manage the affairs of the Club.

27.
Any vacancy occurring in the Committee during the course of the year shall be filled by the co-option of an Ordinary member by the Committee and any member who has been so co-opted shall be eligible for re-election.

28.
All regulations made and orders given by the Committee shall be binding on every member of the Club until revoked by the Committee or set aside at an Annual General or Special Meeting of the Club.

Auditors

29.
Auditors shall be appointed to examine and audit the Treasurer's accounts but shall hold no other office in the Club.

Accounts

30.
The Financial Year shall end at the 31st October in each year and the accounts of the Treasurer with the relevant Balance Sheet and Profit and Loss Account shall be submitted to the Auditors as soon as possible thereafter.  A copy of the Balance Sheet and Income and Expenditure Account certified by the Auditors shall be posted in the Clubhouse as soon as available and in any event not later than one week  before the Annual General Meeting and a like copy shall be posted to all Members at their last known address along with a notice calling the Annual General Meeting.

Meetings
31.
The right to attend and vote at General Meetings of the Club shall be extended only to Ordinary, Honorary, Life and Non-Playing Life Members
32.
The Annual General Meeting of the Club shall be held not later than 31 December, when the office-bearers for the ensuing year shall be elected, the vacancies in the membership of the Committee filled, a duly audited Statement of the Club's affairs submitted to the meeting and the subscriptions, entry fees and levies (if any) decided.

33.
The Committee shall have the power to call a Special General Meeting of the Club.

34.
The Committee shall be bound to call a Special General Meeting of the Club within twenty-one days of receiving a written request signed by at least twenty Ordinary members and stating the business to be considered.

35.
At least seven clear days notice of all General Meetings of the Club shall be given by the Secretary in writing to each member.

36.
The Chairman at all meetings shall have a deliberative and, in the case of equality, a casting 
vote.

Quorum

37.
At all General Meetings of the Club, forty members shall form a quorum and at all meetings of Committee, four Committee members shall form a quorum.

Subscription, Entry Fees, etc.

38. All Annual Subscriptions, Entry Fees and Levies, if any, shall be fixed at the Annual General 
Meeting and shall be due and shall be paid by 31st January of the following year.  Members 
whose subscriptions are not paid by 31st January of the year in question shall lose their 
membership privileges and shall be notified immediately in writing or by personal electronic 
correspondence.  Members whose subscriptions remain unpaid by 21st February shall be 
reported to the Committee, who shall have power to expel them from membership.

Property

39.
The whole property of the club, heritable and moveable, except so far as these have been assigned as security for debentures or other loans, shall belong to the members of the Club who have the right to vote at General Meetings of the Club and shall be vested in the Captain, Vice-Captain and Secretary and their successors in office as Trustees on their behalf.

All other membership categories shall not be entitled to any rights in the Property of the Club nor shall they be liable for any debts of or assessments made by the Club. 

No disposal of the Club's heritable property shall take effect unless approved by 
two thirds of the members present and voting at an Annual General Meeting or Special General Meeting of the Club.   Postal voting will be permitted on written application to the Secretary.
Assessments
40.
The members of the Club by a majority of  those present at any General Meeting, shall have power to assess the Ordinary and other members entitled to vote at General Meetings for payment of such sums as may be considered necessary for liquidating the obligations of the Club and any Member failing to make payment of his share within thirty days after written notice from the Club shall cease to be a Member of the Club and his name be struck off the list of  Members, but he shall notwithstanding, remain liable for his share of such an assessment.  Written notice shall be by registered or recorded post addressed to the member's last known address and the certificate of posting by the Post Office shall be proof of posting.

Complaints

41. 
No complaints shall be considered by the Committee unless made in writing to the Secretary.
Visitors

42.
The Rules regarding visitors shall be at the discretion of the Committee and shall be contained in the Fixture Card.

Excisable Liquor
43.
The supply of excisable liquor to the Club shall be under the control of the Committee.

44. No member of the Committee and no official manager or servant employed in the Club shall have any personal interest in the sale of excise liquor therein or in the profits arising from such sale.  
45. No excisable liquor shall be sold for consumption off the premises except to a member for his own consumption or to the holder of an Excise Licence for the sale of such liquor. No excisable liquor shall be sold to a person under eighteen years of age.

Alterations to Constitution
46. No alterations shall be made to the foregoing rules except at the Annual General 
Meeting or at a Special General Meeting called for that purpose, and the notice calling such meeting shall state the alterations proposed to be made, but no such alteration shall take effect unless it is affirmed by two-thirds  of those present.   If  however the proposed alterations amount to a complete review of the Constitution, such proposed alterations need not be included in the notice but must be available in the Clubhouse for general inspection by the Members for at least three weeks before the date of such meeting.  In these circumstances it shall be competent for the Meeting to approve, reject or amend any of the proposed clauses in accordance with the foregoing rules.

Interpretation.

In construing these Constitution Rules, the following expressions shall have the 
meanings hereby assigned to them respectively, viz:-

(a)
" Club” shall mean the Cambuslang Golf Club.

(b)
" Committee” shall mean the Committee in office for the time being.

(c)
" The Constitution” and  “Rules” shall mean the Constitution and Rules from time to time in 
force.

(d)
" Month” shall mean a calendar month.

(e)
Words importing the masculine shall include the feminine except where otherwise indicated.

(f)
Words importing the singular shall include the plural and vice versa.

(g)
“General Meeting” shall mean Annual or Special General Meeting.

(h)
The terms “In Writing” and “Posted” shall be taken to include personal correspondence via 
electronic means.
